12.30 am – 3.00 am        Trial before Annas, the former High Priest

3.00 am – 5.00 am           Trial before Caiaphas, the High Priest

Around 5.30 - 6.00 am     Morning trial before the Sanhedrin, the Jewish 
Religious Council

6.00 am – 7.00 am            First trial before Pilate, Roman Governor of Judah

7.00 am – 8.00 am            Trial before Herod Antipas, Ruler of Galilee & Perea 

8.00 am – 9.00 am            Second trial before Pilate
